Do THis FIRsT: Make a Working Copy of Our Disk

Do not attempt to use our programs directly from the Ansiblel ndex Plus disk we have sent you. Y ou should make a working copy
for yoursdlf, and keep our supplied disk in a safe place away from the computer.

Please note that this isnot Smply aprecaution againgt damageand loss. On severd Amstrad PcW modelsaworking "Start of day'
copy heeds to be made for convenient running of the software.

Y ou should areedy be familiar withthe procedures for formatting and copying wholedisks. LocoScript 2, 3 and 4 users have the
built-in“Format disc' and "Copy disc' facilities. For LocoScript 1 users, al PCWsadso havetheutility DISCKIT supplied onthe CP/M
disk. Thisis sdf-explanatory once loaded (done by starting your computer with the supplied CP/M master disk and then typing
DISCKIT and Return at the A> prompt).

1 Amgtrad PCW 8256, 8512 and 9512 with 3" disks. Simply usethe "Copy disc' option of LocoScript 2, 3 or 4, or DISCKIT, to
copy the whole of our supplied disk toanew, blank one, and usethe copy asyour Ansiblel ndex Plus " Start of day' disk. If you have
upgraded one of the aboveto a3%4" drive and have no 3" drive, follow the procedure in the next paragraph.

1 Amstrad PcW 9256, 9512 Plus and any other which “boots up' from 3%2" disks. Format anew, blank disk using LocoScript 2,
3, 0r 4, or DISCKIT asdescribed above. Makeitinto a™Start of day' disk using LocoScript's “Copy fil€ to copy the CP/M system file
from your supplied CP/M master disk to the newly formatted disk. (This system file dways has a peculiar name starting with J and
endingin .EMT, or EMSon older modds; for example, 21CPM3.EMT. Y oumay need to sdect “Show Hidden' inthe LocoScript Disc
Management “Options to see and copy it.) Then use "File copy' againto copy all the files from the supplied Ansiblel ndex Plus disk
to the new “Start of day' disk.

To copy between disks when you have only one disk drive, first copy thefile or filesfrom adisk indrive A to thememory drive
M; then change disksin drive A; and findly copy the files back from M to the new disk in A. If in doubt, please consult the index of
your Amstrad CP/M manua under “Start of day disc'.

1 If you cannot prepare an Ansiblel ndex “start of day' disk, an alternative is described on page 10.

What Does Ansiblelndex Plus Do?

Ansblel ndexPlusisaprogram that will extract an index from marked-up LocoScript text documents. Theindex will beautometically

sorted into alphabetical order, and every item in theindex will be numbered with the page or pages on which it gppears. Numerous

different typesof entry may be used, giving you the ability to produce anindex to thehighest sandards. The programworkswithsingle

documents, or on awhole seriesof documents... evenif they are stored on separate disks. It is powerful enough to index an entire book.
No technicd knowledgeisrequired, but we do assume that you have a basic familiarity with LocoScript.

How Does It Work?

Two stages are necessary:

! Your text hasto be ‘marked' sothat it may beindexed. Thisisdone using LocoScript, and requiresno specid procedures. If you
are familiar with LocoScript, you can create an index ... but indexing does require thought and judgement, and attention to detail, soyou
should not rushintoit. Thefirst part of this book deals with this and tells you how to set about the work.

I Ansiblelndex Plusis then used with your marked LocoScript documents. It loads automaticaly, it works from a menu of
options, and it will produce an index in aremarkably short time. (No harm can cometo your documents by usng Ansiblel ndexPlus,
but even 0 we suggest anumber of basic precautions againg accidents))

What Else Is There?

TheAnsblel ndexPlus package includes two “extras. Thefirst isafast word-counter, AnsibleCheck. Thiswill count thewordsin
aL ocoScript document (no preparation necessary). LocoScript 3 and 4 have abuilt-in word counter, but AnsibleCheck improveson
this: it alows cumulative counting of the words in any sequence of documents—e.g. separate chapters of abook—and can aso count
the wordsin a chosen part of adocument—e.g., acount of the day'swork. Another program caled Grease, isincluded onthedisk as
a(reatively) harmless diversion. Both these programs are explained in full, later in this book.



2 1 AIX Plus—Preparation of entries

[For theremainder of this book we will usually refer to Ansiblel ndex Plus by itsabbreviated form: Al X Plus]

The essence of agood index isthat it should accurately summarize your main text, leading the reader to the references you consider
important. Indexesarefrequently used by researchers, journalists, etc. They look at theindex first, searching for referencesto thesubject
inwhich they areinterested. Indexesare dso used by casud readers, who, finding one reference to a subject that interests them, will
often use the index to look up more.

This manud isabout using our program Al X Plus, and cannot attempt to cover thewholesubject of indexing. If youwant to know
more, a good generd guide is INDEXING, THE ART OF by G. Norman Knight (Allen & Unwin, 1983). The British Standards
Institution also publishessavera pamphlets, referencenos.:BS3700: 1988 (Preparing anIndex),BS 6529: 1984 (Examining Documents),
BS 1749:1985 (Alphabetical Arrangement) and BS 1629:1976 (Bibliographical References). All these are available through public
libraries.

AIX Pluswill dlow youto produceadraft index at any time, so you can get used to using the program and see how you are getting
on. Wesuggest you try afew draft indexes before compiling thefind verson. AlX Plusruns quickly, sothiswon't wastealot of time.
Like much softwareit isfull of options and aternatives, and if you leave everything to the last minuteyou might not get the best from
the program. The only thing to remember isthat if you compile anindex, and then change the main text in your documents, you might
inadvertently change the page numbering and make the index unrdiable. When in doubt, smply run AIX Plusagan!

HOW TO MARK TEXT

Toillustrate how text should be marked, we are using a short passage from George Gissng'sBythelonian Sea. If you wish, you could
typethisinto LocoScript and useit asatest document. The sametext gppearswith increasing numbersof index marksintheboxedFigs.
1-3 below, which are based on actud LocoScript screen prints.

Becausethis extract is very short, we have put an "End Page Here command after the word “agave': in other words, the first half
of thetext will beindexed aspage 1, and the rest as page 2. Also, because the example is so short it will seem to fill up with many
confusing-looking codes. In red applications, the words and phrases you index will normally be well spaced, so don't et a cramped
appearance in the following examples put you off.

Thenormd indexing “mark’ used by AIX Plusis LocoScript's "Reverse Video' emphasis option. Using thisin adocument has no
effect whatever on your text, besides highlighting it.

(If you have dready used Reverse Video in your documents for other reasons, and don't wish to change, it is possible to use other
LocoScript marksingtead. See ALTERNATIVES TO REVERSE VIDEO, On page 8.)

ReverseVideo can beused with LocoScript'scodeseither “shown' or “hidden'. For the purposesof indexing, we suggest you dway's
work with the codes shown, so that you can see thet they have been entered in exactly theright place. To show the codes:

Assuming that your document isloaded, and appears on the screen, press the function key which dlows you to “show the state
of' certain commands. In LocoScript 1 thisisfl; in LocoScript 2, 3and 4it'sf8. Theitem we are interested inisthe first: Codes. If
these are currently being shown, atick will be present against theword "Codes. If they arenat, pressthe [+] key once to make thetick
appear, then pressENTER to returnto thedocument. (The[+] key isthe one next to the space bar on the PCW 8256 or 8512 keyboard,
and in the bottom left-hand corner of the PCW 9512 keyboard.)

The way to use the Reverse Video command is fully described in the LocoScript manud, but the procedure is a bit cumbersome.
Herésaquick and essy dternative:

Move the cursor to the first letter of aword. In quick succession, pressthefollowing keys: [+], R, V. [The code (+ReV) will
gppear in front of theword.] Moveto the spaceafter theword, and press: [-], R, V. Thecode (-ReV) appears after the word, and the
word itsdf will be displayed in reverse video. (The [-] key is on the other side of the space bar on the PCW 8256 or 8512 keyboard,
and next to the [+] key in the bottom left-hand corner of the PCW 9512 keyboard.)

(An even quicker method isto save thesecommandsasLocoScript “phrases. Seel NDEXING WITH LOCOSCRIPT'S PASTE KEY, ON
page9.)

Now here's how to enter thisto index your text, using our demonstration text asan example ... see Fig. 1.



TEXTUAL (LITERAL) INDEXING

Single Words—two methods

Method 1. COMMAND: (+ReV)word(-ReV)
[word in reverse video]

To indextheword “train' in thefirst line of thetext, movethe cursor sothat itisonthe t at the beginning of theword. Press[+], R, V.
Thecode (+ReV) will appear infront of theword. Movethe cursor to the character immediately following the n a the end of theword
(that is, so it is onthe space that follows the word), and press[-], R, V. Thecode (-ReV) will appear after theword, and “train’ will
gppear in reverse video throughout. 1t is now indexed as aword, and will be aphabetized under t for “train’ on page 1.

Method 2. COMMAND: (-ReV)word
[word preceded by single reverse video “off' command]

Toindex the singleword “myrtl€ by ashort-cut route, move the cursor so thet it isonthe m at the beginning of theword. Press[-], R,
V. Thecode (-ReV) will appear in front of theword. It isnow indexed asaword, andwill bed phabetized underm for ‘myrtl€ onpage

[There are two minor disadvantages to this short-cut method, even though it is attractively smple. (1) Theword doesnot appear
on your screen in reversevideo, even when Codes are being “shown'. (2) Theword will only beindexed asfar asthe next space or
punctuation mark. To illugtrate the difference, here are the two methods used on theword LLOYD'S:
(+Rev)Lloyds(-ReV) ... will beindexed as "Lloyd's
(-ReV)Lloyd's ... will beindexed as"Lloyd
UseMethod 1 toindex precisely: for instance, toignore quotation marks around words put the codes between the quotation marks
and theword itsdlf. Hyphenated words (two wordsjoined by adash with no other spaces ... such as “flat-bed’) aretreated asone.
Two or more dashes together--like that, are treated as punctuation, so that aword-mark beforethefirst “together' in this sentence
would result in anindex entry for “together' aone]

Phrases
COMMAND: (+ReV)phrase to be indexed(-ReV)
[phrasein reverse video]

Markingaphraseisjust like Method 1 for words. (For the purposes of AlX Plusa phrase can be defined as any sequence of words
up to abit over 100 charactersin length, which is much longer than any sensible index would need.) To index “dark dopes movethe
cursor so that it is onthe d at the beginning of theword “dark’. Press[+], R, V. Thecode (+ReV) will appear in front of the word.
Move the cursor to the character immediately following the s at the end of “dopes (that is, so it is on the spacethat followstheword),
and press[-], R, V. Thecode (-ReV) will appear after the word, and “dark dopes will gppear in reverse video throughout. It is now
indexed as aphrase, and will be aphabetized under d for “dark’ on page 2.



Inverted Phrases
COMMAND: (+Rev)inverted (+ReV)phrase(-ReV)
[phrasein reverse video, extra“on' mark before main entry]

Toindex the phrase “sword-like agave, so that it gppearsin theindex as “agave, sword-like, move the cursor so that it ison thesat the
beginning of the word “sword-like'. Press[+], R, V. Thecode (+ReV) will appear in front of theword. Now move the cursor so that
it is onthe a at the beginning of theword “agave. Press[+], R, V a second time. A second code (+Rev) will gppear, and the word
“sword-like, and the space following, will be shown in reverse video. Finadly, move the cursor to the character immediatdly following
the e a the end of theword “agave (thet is, so it is on the full stop following the phrase), and press[-], R, V. Thecode (-ReV) will
appear ater the word, and “sword-like agave' will appear in reverse video throughout, interrupted by the appearance of the second
(+ReV) code. It isnow indexed as an inverted phrase, and will be aphabetized under a for “agave, sword-like' on page 1.

Summary of WORD and PHRASE Indexing

1. Awordisindexed ether:
Method 1. By preceding it with (+ReV) and following it with (-ReV); or
Method 2. By preceding it with (-ReV) done
2. A phraseisindexed by preceding the text with (+ReV) and following it with (-ReV).
3. Aninverted phraseisindexed by preceding both the beginning of the phraseand the “'main' word with (+ReV), and following
the phrase with (-ReV).

These commands are the main ones used for indexing. If you have been usingour demongtration text totry thisout, it should now
gppear asit doesin Fig. 1.

If at this stage you were to run Al X Plusagaing the document (as described in Chapter 4) it would appeer like this:

AIX Plusdlowsyou to mark text as a “sub-heading' to a main item, and this will gopear in the index below the main entry, dightly
indented. Numerous sub-headingsattached to the same main entry will appear in their own dphabetica sequence. If aThemeor Master

Themeisbeing used (see below), sub-headings will be attached to these instead.

Thethreerulesto remember are:

1. Whenaword or phraseis marked as asub-heading it will be attached to the main entry immediatdly preceding it in the text.

2. Whenaword or phraseis marked as a sub-heading while a Theme or Magter Themeis being used, it will be attached to this,
and not to the main entry immediately preceding it.

3. Theindex marking method isto “index' a gpace just before the marked text you want as a sub-heading. Thistells AIX Plus
that the next marked entry, wherever it may be, should be taken as a subhead of the previous one.

For example, to index the word “carriages as a sub-heading tothe word “train' (aready marked, above) the procedure could be as
follows:

Movethe cursor to a gpace precedingtheword “carriages. For clarity, our exampleusesthe spacebeforethe previousword, “The'.
Press[+], R, V. Now movethe cursor so that it isresting on the character following the space ... here, the T in "The. Press[-], R, V.
The space itsdalf will now show in inverse video, with (+ReV) in front of it and (-ReV) behindit. Move the cursor onward to the cin
“carriages, and use the procedure described above to mark thisword. (A phrase or inverted phrasemay aso beused asasub-heading.)
Theword “carriages will now beindexed as a sub-heading to the word “train', and will bed phabetized under cfor “carriages inthe sub-
heeding list, marked as appearing on page 1.

The LocoScript document should now ook asit doesin Fig. 2.

SUBJECT (THEMATIC) INDEXING
AIX Plusdlowsthree kinds of subject indexing: THEMES, CONCURRENT THEMES and MASTER THEMES.
Themes

COMMAND: (+ReV) (-ReV)
[nothing in reverse video]

Al X Plusdlows you to nominate aword, aphrase or an inverted phrase as a "theme extending over numerous pages. Once you have
chosen atheme it will be automaticaly indexed to every page that follows, until you turn it off. While athemeis running, any text
mearked as a sub-heading (see above) will be shown as a sub-heading to the main theme, not to the word or phrase that immediately
precedesiit.

For example, to make “train' the theme of our sampletext:

Move the cursor to the beginning of the document ... anywherethat is before the word “train’. Press[+], R, V. Without moving
the cursor, now press[-], R, V. You haveindexed "nothing', whichwill be understood by Al X Plusto mean that the next indexed word
or phraseisto be acontinuing theme.

Theword “train’ will gppear as beforein theindex asamain entry, and the word “carriages will appear as before as asub-heading



under “train’. The main differencesare:
1. “train' will continueto be “docked' asamain entry for every page following ... inthis case for pages 1 and 2.

2. Wordsor phrases shown as sub-headings will gppear under the theme, not the immediately preceding word or phrase.

Toillustrate the latter, to make "passengers on page 2 asub-heading to “train';

Move the cursor to aspace somewherejust beforetheword “passengers. Press[+], R, V. Move the cursor one space to theright,
and press[-], R, V. The space will appear in reversevideo. Now move the cursor to the beginning of theword “passengers, and index
it in the normal way (above).

Normally, thiswould attach “passengers as a sub-heading to the preceding indexed item (in this case, “dark dopes), but because
athemeisrunning it will be atached to the theme instead, dphabetized under p for “passengers.

Toturn atheme off you index “nothing' as an inverted phrase:
Movethe cursor to the end of thetext. Press[+], R, V. Now press[+], R, V again. Now press [-], R, V. All index entriesfor
the theme “train’ will end at this point.

The sampletext should now look roughly like Fig. 3.

If AIX Pluswere run againgt the text at this point, the index would look like this:
agave, sword-like 1
dark slopes 2
myrtle 1

train 1-2
carriages 1
passengers 2

Concurrent Themes
COMMAND: (+ReV) (-ReV)
[nothing in reverse video]

AlX Plusdlowsyou toindex up to 10 different themes at once.

As shown above, once atheme has been defined it will continuebeing “cdlocked up' againgt al succeeding page numbersuntil turned
off. But you can dso start up second and subsequent themes while previous themes continue.

The new theme will start being “clocked up' from the page on which it starts, while the origina theme carries on being “clocked up'
in the background.

Our sampletext istoo short for aclear example, so let's suppose you are writing abook about fruit, which includes the following
specific types of fruit that you wish to appear as themes: Apricot, Blackberry, Cherry, Damson, Elderberry (and so on, up to atota
of 10):

Just before thefirst appearance of “Apricot', enter (+ReV)(-ReV), then index “Apricot’ normally. Thiswill become Themel, and
all text marked as sub-headings will appear under “Apricot’.

A few pages further on, the first mention of “Blackberry' appears. Just before the word, enter (+ReV)(-ReV) agan, and index
“Blackberry' normaly. “Blackberry' becomes Theme 2, and will be indexed from thet page on, with al sub-headings appearing under
“Blackberry'. (Meanwhile, "Apricot' continuesto be “clocked up' for this and al subsequent pages))

When the first mention of “Cherry' appears, enter (+ReV)(-ReV) just before, thenindex it normaly. “Cherry' takesover asTheme
3, while "Apricot' and "Blackberry' continue “clocking up' in the background. All sub-headings will appear under “Cherry'.

To turn concurrent themes off, you enter the (+ReV)(+ReV)(-ReV) (‘index nothing as an inverted phrasg) asfor single themes.
However:

Thiscommand turns off the current theme. If “Cherry' is the current main theme, then entering (+ReV)(+ReV)(-ReV) will stop
indexing "Cherry', and “Blackberry' will step forward. Another (+ReV)(+ReV)(-ReV) will turn off "Blackberry', and “Apricot’ steps
forward. A find (+ReV)(+ReV)(-ReV) turns off all themeindexing.

It isimportant to note that concurrent theme indexing is “nested', not overlgpping. Whet this means:

If referencesto “Apricot’ run from pages 17 to 25, and referencesto “Blackberry' run from pages 20 to 28, a theme off command on
page 25 will turn off the "Blackberry' theme, not the “Apricot' theme.



Please therefore plan concurrent theme indexingcarefully. Remember that individua words and phrases may beindexed normally
whilethemesarerunning. If theword “Apricot’ appears on every page between 17 and 25, then marking each individua occurrence of
the word will produce an index entry thet lookslike this:

Apricot 17-25
... which has the same effect as atheme

Master Themes
COMMAND: (+ReV) (-ReV) (+Rev) (-Rev)
[two theme marks following each other]

In some cases you will want every item within the scope of atheme to be marked as a sub-heeding to that theme. If you do, nominate
the theme as a Magter Theme, and dl marked items will be attached automatically without any need for you to mark them as sub-
headings.

Master Themes are turned off with the same command as for ordinary themes: the “inverted phrase mark indexing nothing':
(+Rev)(+ReV)(-ReV).

Master Themesmay be "nested' concurrently like ordinary themes, and up to 10 may be used s multaneoudly. Themesand Master
Themes can be used side-by-side when running concurrently.

To givetwo examples.

If we marked “train' as a Master Theme in our example text, everything would be shown as a sub-heading to “train', including
‘myrtle, “sword-like agave, etc. Thisisclearly not atime when aMaster Theme should be used.

Inthe example of the fruit, above, we could creste Fruit' asaMaster Theme, and whileit wasrunning al subsequent itemswould
appear as sub-headings to this. However, if you indexed “ped’ under "Orange’ and “pips under “Appl€, these would be sorted
dphabeticaly as sub-headings under “Fruit' ... which might not be what you want. Solution? Create "Fruit' as a Master Theme, then
"Appl€, "Blackberry', etc., as ordinary themes. “Fruit' will “clock up' in the background for aslong asit ismarked, whiletheindividud
fruitswill have their sub-heading items attached aphabeticaly to them.

Obvioudy, you should use Magter Theme indexing judicioudy. For instance, should you forget to turn off aMagter Themeyou
will find dozens or hundreds of entries dl showing as sub-headings. But with good planning, and systematic checking that themes are
being turned on and off in the right places, thematic indexing will enormoudy extend the subtlety and precision of your index.



3 T More About Text Marking

ALTERNATIVES TO REVERSE VIDEO MARKS

We recommend Reverse Video for indexing for two main reasons. Firstly, it has no effect on the way the documentisprinted, only on
the way it appears on the screen. Secondly, with the exception of sngle-word marking with(-ReV) and themeindexing, dl your index
marks show clearly on the screen.

However, some people like to use Reverse Video for instant screen emphasis, and are reluctant to change their ways. For these
people, AlX Plusalowsyou to use afew optiond dternatives. They are:

Itdics

LocoMail markers

Bold

Underline

Curly brackets. { for “on'and} for “off'

Returns: index or sort every line (LocoScript 3 and 4 versions only—see page 27)

Thefirg four are entered and used exactly as Reverse Video. For example, an Underline command isturned onwith [+], U, L, and
turned off with[-], U, L. (Italics, Mail and Bold require, respectively[+] or[-] followed by | or M or B.) LocoMail isprobably themost
vicbledternativeto ReverseVideo. Ittoodisplaystheindexed textin reversevideo, and actualy requiresfewer keystrokesthan Reverse
Video.

Curly brackets are a specid case: they will of course print out, so cannot be placed unobtrusively in “red' documents. However,
many people typein lists not to print out but solely to be sorted by AlX Plus... for example, when indexing some publication not
avalableon disk. Here the brackets offer a useful way around one maddening LocoScript restriction: unlike other marks they may be
used in Exchange commands. A whole document full of one-line items can for example be marked in one swoop by Exchanging every
Return for the sequence } Return{ and then quickly editing the first and last line so thet every line beginswith { and endswith}. AIX

Plus will then produce a complete sorted list. (Watch out for blank lines. {} donenow correspondsto a Theme mark, so play safe by
Exchanging al {} pairsout of exisence)

The main thing you need to remember is. be consigtent. If you decideto use(say) underline commandsfor indexing, usethem only
for indexing, and use them dl the way through ... unless you want to play clever tricks.

Onesuchtrick allowsyou to generate separate author and subject indexesfrom the same L ocoScript document(s). Index theauthors
with Reverse Video and the subjects with LocoMail marks, and run AlX Plustwice, with the program set to use different marks esch
time.

When you come to useAlX Plusremember to td| the program that you have used dternative marking. How to do thisisdescribed
in Chapter 8: see page 18.

[N.B. If youintendtouse AnsibleCheck to count the words of parts of documents, and these documents are ones you plan
to mark for indexing, please look immediately at the note on page 21]

SOME SHORT CUTS

Indexing with LocoScript's FIND key

When compiling an index, it isimportant that every significant occurrence of the word or phraseismarked ... or a least thet you have
the opportunity to make the decision about it.

Toassist youinthisyou canuseLocoScript'sFIND key. For instance, if you wished toindex every appearance of the phrase “dark
dopes asabove, you could use FIND to teke you to every occurrence in every part of your document(s). (See the LocoScript manua
for ingtructions.)

[One or two customers have complained to us about thismethod. “Thisisvery dow,' they observe, with dark hintsabout sinister
reprisals againg us. Weall wishthat LocoScript would searchfor text morequickly, but thed oth with which the program grindsthrough
the pagesis not our fault. We suggest usng FIND because, tedium aside, it doesgiveyou achanceto look a every occurrence of aword
or phrase, and make an intelligent decision about whether or not to index every one]
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Remember that aFind in LocoScript 1 iscarried out literdly. If you enter theword “convention' it will not find “Convention', but
it will locate words like “conventionaly'. To locate every gppearance of aterm like “computer', which might appear either with or
without acapita C, it'soften agood ideain LocoScript 1 to omit thefirst letter and Find each occurrence of “omputer' for marking. In
LocoScript 2 to 4, just sdlect the “ignore case' option on the Find menu. Bear in mind aso that punctuation and other non-letter
characters can be detected during aFind, so that if (for example) you enter "U.SA.', LocoScript will not find "USA'".

Emphasis codes, such as underlining and boldface commands (or those for reverse video) cannot be used in the Find text.

Indexing with LocoScript's PASTE key

All these (+ReV) and (-ReV) commands are pretty tiresome to typein al thetime, particularly if you have alot of indexing to do. A
possibletime-saveristouse COPY andPASTE. Thesewill be particularly handy for themeindexing. E.g., toturnonaMaster Theme
requires 12 keystrokes. [+], R, V, [, R, V, [+], R, V, [-], R, V. Would it not be quicker to press PASTE M (for Master)?

1. Sdect “show codes.

2. Putthe(+ReV) and(-ReV) commandsyou aremost likely to useinto thedocument, and with the cursor onthefirst one, press
COPY.

3. Movethecursor to theright, to define the section. (Thiswill appear in reverse video, by the way.)

4. PressCOPY agan, and nominate anumerd or a character under which this should be stored.

5. Toenter this section into adocument at any future time, Smply press PASTE then type the numera or character.

This procedureis probably best used with theme “on' and "of f' commands, aswell asMaster Themecommands. If you aretempted
touseit dsofor sub-theme commands, remember that the space between the two commandswill be enteredastext, whichwill then have
an effect on the way your document is printed.

Indexing a Work in Progress
It ispossibleto insert the index marks as you go aong, or at the end of each working day, or when you like.

If you prefer to work with hidden codes, thereisno reason why you should not banish them whilewriting and editing, then “show'
them at the end of the day while you index the text.

Remember dways to save your document, after markingit.

How Much Indexing is Possible?

The practicd limitation is the storage space of your computer. The theoreticd limit is gpproximately 8,000 entries (headwords and
subheads, not page references), with amaximum length per entry of about 110 characters. In practice, the M drive of a PCW 8256 or
PcW 9256 will probably only ded with a maximum of about 2,500 entries, and an 8512, 9512 or 9512 Plus (or memory-expanded
8256/9256) with about 5,500 entries. Even o, very few indexes of full-length books exceed 1,500 to 2,000 entries, so you arenct likely
toruninto problems of sze. If you have ahard disk drive, you can instruct AlX Plusto use thisdrive for storage (see page 16) and
anything up to the full 8,000 or so entries becomes possible, depending on the hard disk's free space.

(If problemsof Szedo ever crop upin somevery largejob, we have an answer—AnsibleM er ge, alow-priced programwhich reads
AIX Plus.NDX files and merges any number of theminto asingle, sorted index.)

The program automatically compresses entries. |f aword gppears more than once on apage, and isindexed by you every timeit
appears, then it is “counted' by Al X Plus as only oneentry. Moreover, if aword appears on severa consecutive pages, ed., pages 27
to 39 inclusive, the whole block of entries only “counts astwo references. It isrecorded, and appearsin thefind index, assmply “27-
39. Thereisno actud limit to the number of page references dlowable for agiven entry: if alarge number of referencesis recorded for
aheadword, AlX Plusautomaticaly sets up anew “overflow' index entry to cope with additiona page references for the headword in
question. Thisisone reason why it's hard to quote exact figures for the maximum number of entries.



4 1 Using AIX Plus

LEAVING LOCOSCRIPT

Assuming that the text has been marked and that you are ready to compile an index:

1

Save your document to disk in the ordinary way. (Press EXIT, then sdect Finish Editing.) Thiswill take you back to
LocoScript's "Disk Management' screen.
If you have only one document to index, skip to 3, fallowing.

If you have multiple documents (such as consecutive chaptersin abook) make sure before leaving LocoScript that they
areinterndly consistent. AlX Plus reads page numbers, so it makes sensethat if the document containing Chapter 1 endson
p.18, the document with Chapter 2 should start on p.19. See the LocoScript manud for details of how to “force anew page

number.
Please also see our comments on “auto-stepping', on page 18 ... these can save agreat ded of time.

a. Single-drive computer—yplace your working copy of Al X Plusin thedisk drive;
b. Double-drive computer—place your workingcopy of AlX Plusin Drive A. (If you keep your documentsonthedisk in
Drive B, it's probably agood ideato pop the disk out of the drive at this stage, and put it back inafter AlX Plus has loaded.)

Hold down SHIFT and EXTRA together, and press EXIT. This causesthe computer to “re-boot’, and load Al X Plus. We
are assuming that you have or have prepared an Al X Plus “start of day' disk ... see notes on page 1.

If you have not prepared a start-of-day disk, you can substitute a copy of the CP/M master disk supplied with your computer
for the “working copy of Al X Plus'in (3.) above. After CP/M has loaded and is displaying its A> prompt, insert your copy
of the Al X Plus disk and load our Al Menu by typing ...

To makethe use of AIX Plusassmple and fool proof as possible, our disk loadsinto amenu of options. Thisisinitialy set uptorun
AIX Plus (athoughyou can changethingsaround; seepage 16). DONOT CHANGE DISKSWHILE THE PROGRAM ISLOADING.

Themenu you see should look like Fig. 4. Wecall thisthe Al Menu, or Ansible[Information] Menu.

All the programs on our disk, Al X Plusitself, AnsibleCheck and Grease, can be run fromthe Al M enu by usingtheup ordoan
cursor keysto move the reverse-video highlight in the program ligt at the right. When you first use our disk, the highlight bar should
dready beon "Ansiblelndex'. If you pressReturn or Enter (or 1 from the top row of the keyboard) AlX Pluswill load.
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Agan, DONOT CHANGE DISK Swhiletheprogramisloading. (Asarule, never changediskswhenthered drivelightisglowing.)

When you see the self-explanatory Al X Plus prompt messageyou areready to beginindexing. At thispoint youmay changedisks, but
itisnot compulsory. The program will start working when it can, or ask you questionsif it can't do what you tell it todo! Keep your
eye on the screen for messages.

AIX Plus Menu

When Al X Plus has loaded you will seethe program'snamein adisplay box, and benesth thisavery smpleprompt line (Y oumay type
in afilenamefor indexing now. PressF1 to seefiles; EXIT to hdt a once.’) from which you have three options.

1

Y ou can simply type the filename of the document you wish to index, and press Return or Enter.
If you haven't changed disks, the program will look for it on the AIX Plusdisk and fail to find it. The computer will beep.
Change disks and press Return or Enter. Assuming the document is on the replacement disk, indexing will start at once.
If you have changed disks, indexing will start.
When typing the filename, you can precede it with a drive letter. Thisisfor computerswith asecond disk drive, Drive
B. If your document's filenameisBOOK.1, and it ison the disk in drive B, you should type B:BOOK.1, then Return or
Enter to dart indexing.

Y ou can pressfl to have alook at thelist of files on the disk.
If you haven't changed disks, you will seealist of thefilesonthe AIX Plusdisk. Change disks, and pressflagain. (Youmay
also pressf7, the Loco 2 “disk change key.)

LocoScript storesfilesin Groups. When you pressfl, what you seeisalist of filesinthefirst Group (called, perversdly,
Group 0). If your document is here, use the cursor keysto pick it out, then press Return or Enter. Indexing will Sart.

If you see more— it meansthat morefiles exist in this Group than can be displayed, and pressing the right arrow will
show you them; the opposite works when you see ~more. To moveto the next (or previous) Group, you movethe cursor
toright or left when the “more’ messages are not shown. Y ou can dso go directly to the directory of a Group by typing its
number.

Pressing Return or Enter while afilenameis highlighted will start indexing thet file.

If you want to changeto another disk drive, pressthe key withthesameletter. (Y oucansdect DriveA, B, C (if present)
or M. If youtry to select anon-existent drive, the computer will beep.)

Pressing EXIT will take you back to the AlX Plus menu.

Y ou can press EXIT toleave Al X Plus.
If you have changed disks, the computer will return you to the CP/M “prompt’ which looks like this: A> With your
LocoScript start-of-day disk in place, hold down SHIFT and EXTRA and press EXIT. LocoScript will load normally.
If the AIX Plusdisk is in the drive when you press EXIT, you will see amessage saying: Return to Ansible menu
[Y/N]? If youpressY for “yes, you will return tothe Al Menu; if you pressN for “no’, youwill returntothe CP/M prompt:
A>

Making an Index

Assuming you have not exited from the program, and you have told Al X Plusto index a document, the program will display asimple

narrative of what it isdoing whileit isdoingit. Insde aboxed area, the program will count the number of indexed entriesit has found,
report the number of filesit has read, the page range of the current file (e.g., from page 1 to 25), tell you which pageit is currently on,

and so forth.

When it hasfinished, it offers you two choices:

Y ou can type in another filename.
Asabove. Again, you canaso pressflto seealigt of thefilenames on the disk, and one of these may be picked out asbefore.
Y ou can change disks, if the next fileis on ancther disk. Type the name, or pressfl.
If you nominate afile thet the program can't find there will be abeep, and the program will wait while you change disks.
If you sdlect ancther file for indexing, the entries will be amalgamated with those from the preceding file(s).

Y ou can press EXIT to go to the next menu and look at the index you have just made.
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Index Options

When you press EXIT as et the end of the last section, thefirst thing AlX Pluswill do issaveyour new index to disk, using the disk
fromwhichthelast filewasread. Thisisasecurity messure. It savesthefile under aname based on the name of thefirstfileyouhave
indexed, and addsthefile type .NDX, for “index'. E.g., if you started indexing with a document called BOOK .1, the index file will be
cdled BOOK.NDX.

When the security copy has been made, Al X Plusdisplays its options menu.

At thetop of thismenu is areport onwhat it hasdone: thenumber of index entries it has recorded, the total number of documents
it hasindexed, and anote of the last page number it found in the last file. Benesth dl thisare the Options:

D Display theindex on screen. PressD to havealook. Theindex will gopear on the screen, one page a atime. Pressany key
to see the next page, or press EXIT to go back to the Options menu.
F change index Format for page numbers. This offers you the choice between a normally Numbered index (page numbers

appearing after each item), a’ Dummy' index, where dl page numbers are replaced by two zeroes (00), and “Text only'
(nonumbers). If you choose Dummy’ or “Text Only', the page numberswill berestored by pressing F until "Numbered
re-appears. (Keep pressing F to rotate between these choices.)

Look for possible cross-references. What followsis described separately in Chapter 6, page 15.

N change tab column Number for Display. If themessage againgt thissays 'No TAB', pressing N will have no effect until you
have sdlected the use of the tab with S, below. When you have, you can usethe N choice to change the tab setting, by
typinginanew vaue. E.g., atab setting of 60.

S changethe Separator punctuation after the main entry text. After you have pressed S you can decide what punctuation (if
any) you would like after theindex entry, separating thisfrom the page numbersthat follow. Y ou can choosedmost any
punctuation mark you like: acomma, adash, acolon, asemi-colon, etc. If you pressthe TAB key, the entry against N,
above, will change to show the current setting. (PressN to changethis, if you like.) If you pressthe space bar, there
will be no punctuation here,

T change Terminator punctuation at end of each entry line. When you press T you may choose dmost any punctuation mark
you like to come at the end of the page numbers. Pressing the space bar produces no punctuation.

(Depending on the publisher's house-style, most professiond indexes use either a comma or a space as separator, with no
punctuation as aterminator. The settingsin Al X Plusas supplied are: Separator a comma, Terminator none.)

P Print out areference copy of theindex. (Make sure your printer is connected, and that it has paper ready.) Itispossibleto
changetheprint layout (see Chapter 7). If thecomputer displaysalineof printer information at thebottom of the screen,
press EXIT to clear it. Pleasenote that thisis a "quicki€ option and that AlX Plus doesn't offer high-class print
formatting facilities: the index is saved to disk for you toformat and print it using LocoScript. See page 14 for the use
of LocoScript to edit indexes, and page 26 in case of any difficulty with printing using the P option.

w Writeindex todisk file. Pressing W will save your index in itsmost recent format, overwriting the “security’ copy madewhen
the program first ran.

EXIT leavethe Ansiblel ndex program now. After a[Y/N] check, the program will take you back to the A> prompt (if you have
removed the Al X Plus disk while indexing), or, after another [Y/N] check, back to the Ansible Menu if the Al X Plus
dikisinuse. If youwant to return to the Ansible Al menu, put your AlX Plusworking disk back in the drive before
pressing Exit.



5 ¥ Converting a Dummy' Index

A “Dummy’ index (suitable for typesetting) can be produced as described in Chapter 4. But how can it be made consistent with the
publisher's proofs when these are returned to you for correction?

Thefirst task will be to read the page proofs, and correct any errors. (If you make any changes to the text which seem likely to
dter the pagination of the proofs, you must agree these with the publisher, and note what they are) Whenthetext isagreed, load your
document filesinto LocoScript and incorporate any changes made to the text into your file copy. When you are certain your text is
consistent with the publisher's, you may then start revising theindex in the following way:

1 Disable AIXPluss page-count facility by changing the page length of your document to 99 (the highest dlowed by LocoScript.)
This has the effect of setting the page length to such ahigh vaue that in this new layout every “page in your document file will
amost certainly contain more text than the printed pagesin the proofs.

[Changing a LocoScript document's page length is described in detail in the LocoScript User Guide)]

If the page proofs are crammed with words—so many thet even apagelength of 99 won't be enough to exceed them—you will
have to increase the line-width throughout your document(s) to get more wordsin, per LocoScript page.

The point hereisto create a L ocoScript page which contains more words than anything the publisher's printer has come up
with!

[A ussful dternative, provided your text isnat littered with internal changes of line spacing, isto set Line Spacing to 0 (zero)
at the head of the document. This gives effectively unlimited text per page]

2  Printed booksrarely begin on page 1! From the page proofs determine what the first page isthat contains text—it's usudly page
7, or theregbouts—then use LocoScript to change your first page number to the same.

3 Gothrough your own text, and delete any “end page heré commands you might have entered while writing. These should be
reasonably easy to find, asthey will dways appear immediately before the horizontal pagebreak line. Remember that by changing
the page length to 99, most pagebreaks should be along way apart ... if you see any “short' pages, it's likely an “end page here
command has been usd.

4 If while printing you used any "Keep lines together' commands (f6), to avoid widows and orphans, remove them.

5 By thisstage, your document should consist of large pages. Y our next task is to go through the page proofs, using them as your
guide, and enter an “end page heré command in the exact places in the text wherever the printer has ended a page. Should a

pagebregk fdl in the middle of aindexed word or phrase, put the command at the end of said word or phrase.
6  Your document will now look distinctly odd, but if you have done al thiswith care, it will have the same number of totd pages

as the proofs, and each page will start and end in the same places as the proofs.

7  Your fileswill dready contain theindexing marks. It's advisable et this stage to read through thefilesonceagain, making surethat
none of the publisher's changesto your book has affected any of the words you wanted indexed.

8 Youcannow run AlX Plus the page numbers generated for index entries should correspond to those in the book.
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6 1 Editing the Index ... and more about AIX Plus

Here are afew other details about AIX Plus that you may like to be reassured or warned about. Do please read the first section
following, as you will amost certainly want to edit the “raw' index to print it with LocoScript.

Editing Your Index with LocoScript

Y ou should think of the index produced by Al X Plusasa “clean' first draft. It is dways advisable to make minor amendments to the
index before committing it to print ... changes such as ddeting some entries, amalgamating others, and putting some of the entriesinto
boldface or italics (titles of books, referencesto illustrations, €tc).

Editing can bedoneby returning to LocoScript, and working on your .NDX fileon an edit screen. However, it isimportant to note
that the NDX fileisin ASCII format, asa smpletext' file. Tobeableto edit and print theindex inthe normal way, itisbest to convert
it to an ordinary LocoScript document. The procedurefor thisis:

Creete anew document, and if you wish it to be in the same Group asthe origind, you will haveto giveit aname similar to but subtly
different from the .NDX filewritten by AIX Plus. For example THESI SNDX could become THESINDX.DOC. (If you create
the new document in a different Group, you are dlowed to give it the same name.)

If using Lococript 1.

Pressf7 for ‘Modes. Inthe menuthat pops down, movethecursor to INSERT TEXT, and pressENTER. Thiswill return you
to the Disk Management screen. Movethe cursor to THESISNDX and press ENTER. The menu that appears will give
confirmation of the file you have chosen, and the Group inwhichitisresident. If al iswell, pressENTER. THESISNDX
will now be “written' into the new document, and may be edited and printed in the usua way.

If usng LocoScript 2to 4:

From the new document pressf1 for the "Actions menu. Sdect INSERT TEXT, and enter the filenamewhen prompted. Many
specia characterswill be trandated back by LocoScript at this point: thosethat are not may bere-inserted by normal editing
procedures.

Headers and Footers

Al X Plusis programmed to ignore these, and they have no effect on its running.

Halting AIX Plus

While the program runs, you may ceaseindexing a any time by pressng EXIT. A partia index will be available and can be viewed or
written to the .NDX fileasusud. (When AIX Plusis “aborted' in this way, the automatic save to this file won't teke place) This
“emergency stop' is useful when you suddenly redlize you've named the wrong document, or the right one out of order....

Alphabetization: Upper and Lower Case

Please note that variant versions of the same word are trested as one. For ingtance, thewords "bishop), “Bishop' and “BISHOP will dl
become referencesin asingle entry, with thelettering conforming to whatever hgppened to bethe fir st gopearance. (Y ou canof course
change thiswhile editing in LocoScript.)

No Room on the Disk?

This problem isamost dways caused by LocoScript's “limbo' files, which invisbly take up alot of disk space. LocoScript oftenfills
your document disk to cgpacity, alowing new documents to be saved by quietly deleting the oldest limbo files.

Whenyou tell AIX Plusyou havefinished indexing, the programwill try to savetheindex to disk, cregting afilewiththesamemain
name as your first document, and with thefile type ".NDX". If it discoversthat the disk is “full', because of limbo files, AIX Plus will
pause and ask you if you wish to deletethem. Press™Y' or "N'. If you sdlect Yes, Al X Plusddetes thesefiles, then saves the index.

If thereis dill insufficient room after this, or thedisk isjust plain and smplefull up, AIX Pluswill wait while you change disks.
The program alows any number of attempts to save, until you succeed or give up for the time being.

Another way to solve this problemisto avoid it. Thisiswhat isgoing on: AlX Plusdoesnot do anything to your disk until you
pressExit totell the program you havefinished indexing. At thispoint it writesthe NDX filetothediskwhichiscurrentlyinthedrive
If youthink thisit'slikely thisisfull, after you haveindexed the last of the documents and beforeyou pressExittofinish, popinafresh
disk (formatted, of course) and Al X Pluswill usethisinstead.

Alternately, if you areindexing multipledocuments, savethelast one of theseto adisk by itself, where the ample extra space will
be used by Al X Plus.
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Cross-Referencing
AIX Pluswill optionaly cross-reference main index items to sub-headings, where the text isidentical.

For example, you have two main items, "Kennedy, President John F.', and "U.S. Government'. Under the later heading, thereis
asubsidiary referenceto President Kennedy. Thus:

Kennedy, President John F., 00
U.S. Government, 00
Kennedy, President John F., 00

Onthefind AIX Plusmenu, selectL ... “Look for possible cross-references. Thislegend isfollowed by ablank a theright. If you
pressL, anew prompt appears, with three options:

A Markal. If you press A the program will automatically mark all cross-referencesit finds.

C Clear. PressC tocancd dl crossreferences marked so far.

E BExamineeach. Thisgivesyoua veto' option: the program will search for each possible cross-reference and ask you, with a[Y/N]
query, if you want it marked as such. If you accept it, the program will attach a “see dso' message to the mainitem.

The above example, after cross-referencing, would look like this:

Kennedy, President John F., 00 (see also: U.S. Government)
U.S. Government, 00
Kennedy, President John F., 00

After you have made your cross-reference sdections, the fina AlX Plus menu will report the number of cross-referencesin use. (Zero
if you have selected Clear.)



7 1 Using the Al Menu

A sound generd rulewhile using our programsisto look for messages on the screen. Everything hasbeen laid out asclearly aspossible,
with smply worded ingtructionsfor al actions. The Al Menu isat the heart of al this.

It can aso be modified by you so that our programswill run with the minimum intervention. Any time you make changesto the
menu, they will be saved to the disk so that the next timeyou run the programs the menu will work according to your last choices. (Of
course, if you change your mind later, you can put things back very easily.)

Withthe Al M enu on the screen, hereis how to modify the set-up. (The numbersthat follow refer to the numbers of the options
on themenu. Any option can selected by typing its number &t the keyboard.)

1. Runthe sdlected program

When you first use the menu, it should appear asit doesinFig. 4. Notetwothings: (a) that the highlight ontheright of the screen
isresting on theword "Ansiblelndex’, and (b) that next to option 1 isthe filename "AIX.COM".

AIX.COM isthe nameof theprogramthat actualy runsAIX Plus. (All the program files on our disk have thefiletype ".COM")

If you use the up or down arrow keys, the highlight on the right of the screen will move up or down, and at the same time the
program namewill dso change ACK.COM forAnsibleCheck (seeChapter 9), GREASE.COM for Gr ease (Chapter 10), andAl.COM
for the program that producesthe Al Menu.

If you press 1 (or Return or Enter), the highlighted program will berun ... that is, it will load and await your further instructions.

2. St “dart of day program

We have set up thisdisk so that it will load into the Al Menu, but if you want to go straight into Al X Plus every time (or one of
the other programs) without being delayed by the Al Menu, then use option 2 to change this.

All you do is move the highlighted bar to the program you want, then press 2. On the screen you will see "Writing new
PROFILE.SUB ...", and thereafter our disk will load straight into the program of your choice. (PROFILE.SUB isthefilethe computer
“looks for' when you start it up.)

If you change your mind back, and decide that after al you would prefer to load up intothe Al Menu, then move the highlight to
“Thismenu', and press 2 again.
3. Set diskdrivefor documents

If you have a single-drive computer, you can leave thisalone. If you have two drives, and use Drive B for your document disks,
then you can tell our programs alwaysto look on thisdrive unlessyoutdll it otherwise ... eg., by telling Al X Plusto index a document
in another drive by typing in afilename with that different drive Ietter, or changing the disk driveinthedirectory menu. (If you havean
add-on hard disk as Drive C, then this can be nominated here))

Press3, then typetheletter of the drive. If you makeamistake, doit again. If youwant to get rid of al driveletters, press3then
the space bar.
4. St drivefor working files

While AIX Plus is running it creates “working files in which your index entries are temporarily stored and sorted. These are

normelly on Drive M (the "Memory' drive). In most cases you should leave this setting done, but if you have ahard disk as Drive C,
you may nominate this drive here, and take advantage of its presumably greater storage capacity.

5. St normel/reverse display

Pressing 5 reversesthe display for al programs on our disk. If you don't know what thismeans, try it. If you likewhat happens,
then leave things asthey are. If you never want thisterrible thing to happen again, press 5 asecond time.
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6. Change printer st-up

This enables you to modify the settings for your printer so that the output from AlX Plusand Grease can be correctly printed,
when required.

Press6. A new menu gppears, with optionsthat alow you to set top margin, pagelength, and so on. 1neach case pressthe number
of the option, then type the new vaue, and press Return or Enter.

Option 6 dlows you to print atest page. If the computer displaysaline of printer information at the bottom of the screen, press
EXIT to clear it. Do not try to print thetest if your printer is not connected!

7. Change sdlected program set-up
Move the highlighted bar to the program name, then press 7. Thistakesyou to the "Change Settings menu for that program.

In the next chapter we ded with modificationsyou can maketo AlX Plus. In Chapters 9 and 10 we ded briefly with running and
modifying AnsibleCheck and Grease, which dso usethe Al Menu.
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8 T Changing AIX Plus

When you press 7 on the Al Menu, as mentioned a the end of the last chapter, you can make your own modificationsto AIX Plus.
Y ou are taken to anew menu, which offersthefollowing waysin which you can “tune the program. Whenever you make these changes
they arestored onthedisk, and will be used on al future occasions, without the need for further work. (Of course, you can changethem
back at any time))

1. Auto-step through numbered files

If you want AIX Plus to auto-step through files, then press 1. The legend next to the option will change from NO to YES.
Repesting thiswill restore NO. But what is auto-stepping?

Thisisatime-savingoptionif you areindexing along pieceof work containedin numerousdifferent files. Provided you havenamed
thefileslogicaly, and in sequence, AlX Pluswill go through each onein turn without you having to tell it to do so. If thefilesareon
different disks, AIX Pluswill keep going until it can't find any more, then prompt you to change disks and wait while you do so.

Filesfor auto-stepping may have any nameyou wish (up to atotd of eight characters), but thefile type should beanumerd. (The
filetypeisthe part of thefilename that comes after the dot.) For example:

TEXTBOOK.1 TEXTBOOK.2 TEXTBOOK.3 (€tc)

These are filenames that Al X Pluswill “auto-step' through, starting with TEXTBOOK . 1. This numbering sequence can continue
ashighas.999. A smilar ssquence would be:

TEXTBOOK.001 TEXTBOOK.002 TEXTBOOK.003 (etc)
"001' is “zero zero one'; do not use capitd "O' for numbering. This sequence can aso continue as high as .999.

Do not mix the two sequences. For ingtance, do not go from TEXTBOOK.009 to TEXTBOOK.10. Thenext numera should be
TEXTBOOK.010. (However, both TEXTBOOK.9 and TEXTBOOK .09 will auto-step carrectly to TEXTBOOK.10.)

If auto-stepping is going to be useful to you, but your files are not named according to one of these sequences, you can change
filenames while using the LocoScript “Disk Management' screen. Seethe LocoScript manual.

By theway, LocoScript displays filenames with extra spaces, where the main name isless than 8 charactersin length. E.g., afile
cdled BOOK.1isshownin LocoScript asBOOK .1 These “extra spaces are for display only, and do not have to be typed in when
entering filenames from the keyboard.

2. Display words read on the screen

AIX Plusnormdly runs “invisibly', but if you wish you can make it display each word or phrase on the screen asiit finds and
indexesit. Thiscan be handy if you have avery long or complicated index, and you want to keep your eyes open for errors. Themes
and sub-headings are identified as Al X Plusfinds them.

Press 2 to make the words visible; press 2 again if you change your mind.

3. Change the word/phrase marker
Pressing 3 anumber of timeswill take you through the possible dternatives to Reverse Video. See page 8.
N.B. Do not try to index documents which are marked in oneway, using Al X Plusset up to look for another!

4. Punctuation after entry text

Pressing 4 will alow you tochangethe mark that appearsin the index between theindex entry itsdf and the page number(s). Our
default stting isthe comma. Almost any keyboard character may be used ingteed ... but indexes normaly use acomma, or nomark e
al. Pressgpacebar for no mark, or press TAB if you want the page numbers well separated from the entries.

5. Punctuation at end of entry

Same as option 4, but thisisthe punctuation that appears after the page number(s). The norma useisno mark at al (press gpace
bar). Thisisour default setting.
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Theremaining items on this set-up menu are more specialized and may harmlessly be skipped for now.

6. Change index-sorting key codes

Theuse of characters from foreign a phabets can sometimes cause congternation about aphabetical sorting. For example, should
“dite come before or after “dixir? Many professond indexes sort such words according to their dlosest English-character equivadents
(dite comes before “dixir’), but you might have a different requirement. If so, sdlect option 6 from this menu.

Youwill seealigt of thefirst 8 charactersfrom the CP/M ASCI| character set, beginning with “character 32' (the space), and ending
with “character 39' (the single gpostrophe). Each character is displayed as it usually appears on the screen, followed by the character
number, and alegend on the right showing how it will be sorted a phebetically by AlX Plus

Pressthe down or up arrow keysto seeligs of dl the remaining characters. Note how each one will be sorted, and meke changes
asnecessary. For ingtance:

The eacutée, &, ischaracter 225. AlX Plusas supplied will sort this as astraightforward e or E; in other words, “dlite will come
before “dixir. But if you would like dl words beginning with é to be sorted after the other words, press the menu number of the
character (in this case, € hasthe menu number 2).

A prompt appears at the bottom of the screen: Give new key code for "€ ... you should typein e followed by the underline _, so
that it lookslikethis. e PressReturn or Enter.

Because, in the CP/M ASCII character set, the underline fals after dll the letters of the dphabet, thiswill force dl “é-words into
agroup of their own at the end of the e-words.

If you want specia charactersto be sorted beforethe others, we suggest entering an excdlamation mark ! after themainletter:e! (In
the CP/IM ASCII character set the exclamation mark falls before any of the aphabetical letters))

If you change the lower-case verson of aforeign character, don't forget to change the upper-case version too! E is character 193.

Youcanusea sort key' of up to 3 charactersfor each specid case. (Seebeow for more advanced examples) If youwant theletter
sorted as a space, press gpace bar. If you want no sorting at dl on this character, smply press Return or Enter when prompted for
thekey: in this case the legend a the right will be [none] and the character will smply beignored in sorting.

PLEASE NOTE: AlX Plushasto usethe CP/M character set, which has a much more regtricted range of characters than
LocoScript canhandle. E.g., if you have been using Cyrillics (not in the CP/M set), Al X Pluswill replace dl such characters
withan X', and sort accordingly. Theindexing will work as normd, but we regret that in such a case you will haveto load
theindex into LocoScript (see Chapter 6) and edit these items manualy. Sorry about this... but the designers of LocoScript
have been carried away by their zed in this matter!

You can dso use this menu to decide which adphabetica convention you require. Indexes are normaly sorted in one of two
conventions. aphabeticaly by word, or aphabeticdly by letter. What's the difference?

Thefallowing are sorted by word: CAT, CAT FOOD, CATAMARAN. (The spaceis sorted before any etter.)
Thefollowing are sorted by letter: CAT, CATAMARAN, CAT FOOD. (The spaceisignored.)

Al X Plushas been set up by usto a phabetize by word, but if you wish to change this you have only to change the key code for
thespace. Thisischaracter 32, thevery first oneyou see onthekey codesmenu. Thisshows, inthelegend ontheright, that it is sorted
asagpace.

To cause dphabetization by letter, change this code so that it reads[none]. Thisisdone by first pressing 1 (the menu number),
and when the prompt appears on the screen, just pressing Return or Enter.

A note for more advanced users. With 3 letters alowed, the key codes can contain up to 3 levels of sorting priority. We have
suggested entering e_to force dl words starting with character 225 (€) to be sorted after words starting withe. But what about words
with character 136, &; should they come before or after €? Y ou can usethe third character of the key code to establish a secondary
priority. For instance:

For é: e 1 (sortsafter e but before €)

For & e 2 (sortsafter both e and €)

7. Uncompress numbers: 55-57 not 55-7

Al X Plus automaticaly compresses the display of page references, when they are consecutive. The method we have adopted for
thisisbased on our interpretation of BS 3700:1988, and advice from the Society of Indexers. Here are examples:
67-68 displayed as 67-8
103-104 displayed as 1034
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260-265 displayed as 260-65
All consecutive page references between 11 and 19 areshownin full (14-17 as 14-17), and where these are preceded by a " hundreds
figure, they are partialy compressed: 317-318 isdisplayed as 317-18. If for reasons of absolute clarity you should prefer to display
al consecutive referencesin full (67-68 as 67-68), then you can tdll the program to do so by pressing 7 to st YES here.

8. LigEVERYitem 1,1,2,3,3....

Among the less expected users of AIX Plus are genealogists who useit to sort name listsand so on. For excellent reasons of their
own, they liketo know if there are two John Smithsinayeer (thet is, on apage ... it'saconvenient trick to arrange the document so that
year numbersand page numberscorrespond). Sofor thispurposeit'shepful for the program toindicate multiple occurrenceson apage,
as shown above. Press 8 to turn this feature on and off.

9. Capitalizefirdt letter of entry

Again, thisisamatter of persond styleinindexing. Pressing 9 will turn thisfeature on and off ... when it'sleft ON, Ansiblel ndex
will automatically capitaizethefirst letter of each mainindex entry (not subheadings). Thus word' would appear intheindex as"Word'.
Already capitdized termslike "Ansible are of course unaffected.

Press EXIT twice after making any of these changes, toreturntothe Al menu. If you now decideto quit the program, or run Al X Plus,
al your changes will be saved to disk, to be used next time. Don't write-protect the working disk!



9 1 AnsibleCheck

Although LocoScript 3 and 4 contain a “count words option, and a (mind-numbingly slow) word-count has aways been available to
anyone using LocoSpell, we indude our own dternativeprogram. AnsibleCheck differsin that aswell as counting words in complete
L ocoScript documents, it will count theexact number of words contained inpart of adocument. Perhapseven moreusefully it will count
the words of any sequence of documents (e.g., documents containing separate chapters of abook). Findly, it will if required check the
text for any words which have been repeated ... accidentdly or otherwise. (The repeated-words check will work with either whole or
partia documents.)

No specid preparationisnecessary for counting wholedocuments. 'Y ou saveyour document to disk inthenorma way, thenfollow
the smple ingtructions below.

To count part of adocument you should, before saving, pick out and mark the part of the text you want to count. This is done
by putting the entire sequence into reverse video:

Place the cursor on the beginning of the first word you wish to count. In sequence press[+], R, V. Thiswill place the 'Reverse
video on' codeinto your text: (+ReV). Movethe cursor to the end of the last word youwishto count, andin sequencepress
[, R, V. Thisplaces ‘reversevideo off' into your text: (-ReV). Thewhole section will appear in reversevideo. Now save
your document to disk in the normal way, then follow the smple instructions below.

Y ou can use any of the dternative marks (see page 8) for defining the Block to be counted, to avoid clashing with index marking.
AnsibleCheck will read whatever mark is currently set up for use with AIX Plus Seepage 18.

AnsibleCheck countswords aswords:

All contiguous strings of characters are treated as words, S0 that aside from norma words all the following examples would be
counted as one “word: £100, RS232, A4, 99, etc.

Apostrophes are ignored, so the following are counted as one word: “didn't’, "it's, “shanghai'd, etc.

Hyphens are counted as word breaks, so thefollowing exampleswould be counted astwo or threewords: "ill-advised, “cloak-and-
dagger', “stand-off', and so on. The same gppliesto full stops, commas and so on, even if the space has been omitted.

You canif you prefer force the counter to count anew word only when it reachesthe next space: see option 5 of the setup menu,
page 22.

Any words used in a Header or Footer will beignored in thetotal count.

Running AnsibleCheck

AnsibleCheck isrun very like AIX Plus. Please see the indructions on page 10 for saving your document, leaving LocoScript and
loading our disk.

Whenthe Al Menu ison the screen, usethe up or doan arrow keys to move the highlight bar so thet it ison AnsibleCheck .

If infutureyouwish to use AnsibleCheck only, you may use option 2 on the Al Menu to load into the word-count every time.
(Press 2, and theword "ACK'—the program name of AnsibleCheck—will appear on the menu.)

Y ou may use the other option keysto set the disk drive for documents, and so on, as described in Chapter 7.
To run AnsibleCheck : with the highlight bar on the name, press Return or Enter.

When AnsibleCheck hasloaded you may press f1 to see the list of documents, as before, and “auto-stepping' is possible. See
below.

As the program counts the words in your document you will see aboxed display reporting on progress. When the program has
finished, you will see noted on the screen:

The calculated word count;

Thetotal number of pagesthat have been reed;

The average number of words per page;

The number of word repetitions found; and

The LocoScript Group in which the document was found.

If you are ama gamating the word-counts of severd documents (see below), aligt of the filenameswill appear to theright. (Upto
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atota of 13; after thisthe oldest filenameis removed from the list to make roomfor the newest.) Keep your eye on thislist to make
sure (e.g.) that you haven't missed out one of the chapters of a book.

Bdow the main display is ahighlighted box, asking for your next action:

Exit leaves AnsibleCheck,, and returnsto the Al Menu (if present on the disk) after a[Y/N] query.

Return or Enter |ets you count another document.

[+] lets you count another document, and amagamate the total with the document you have just counted. (Y ou may presseither
the[+] or + keys))

[Pressing Return, Enter or [+] letsyou pressf1 to pick out another filefrom alist.]

Changing AnsibleCheck

Fromthe Al Menu, with the highlight bar on AnsibleCheck, press 7. You will see a new menu, offering the following options for
“tuning' this program:
1. Auto-gtep through numbered files

Thisisidentica to the Al X Plusfesture. Seepage 18.

2. Display words read on the screen

If you press2 (to changeNOto YES), your text will appear on the screen asthewords are counted. Notethat thiswill dow down
theword counting.

3. Sop at each repeated word pair

If you press 3 (to change NO to Y ES), the program will pause whenever it comes acrossword-repetition. The suspect wordswill
be displayed in reverse video &t the bottom of the screen, in their immediate textua context, together with anote of the page number on
which they appesr.

4. Examinewordsin marked block only
Press4 (to change NO to YES) if you want this option.

5. Count at spaces only

The counter normaly acts as intelligently as possible, counting each of the following phrases as two words. “space,omitted,
“three...dots or “space.omitted (though “3.142 countsasoneonly!). Thisbest-guessapproach meansthat asentenceending “footnote.?
is counted as having one moreword than if it ended “footnoté?.'. Pressing 5to set YES herewill ensure that ACK counts anew word
only whenit reechesthefollowing space. The cruder approach often gives better counts for foreign-al phabet text (such as Greek) than
the normd "English+biased' counting.

Everyonewho writesaword counter seemsto usedightly different criteriawhen dealing with punctuation, foreignletters, numbers
and what have you. Whatever Loco 3, 4 or LocoSpell may comeup with, theabove at least tell syou the rules on which our wordcount
is based!



10 1 Grease

Becausewe bedlieve that word-processing software should reflect the fascination writers have with words, we have included an extra
program which you will find a best diverting, and at worst disastrous. |n any event, as someonewho works serioudly with wordsyou
should find our find offering at least of interest. If it sartsto exert adeadly fascination over you, we recommend you to expunge it
promptly from your disk....

It is based on an ideaof theauthor David Lodge: seehishighly entertaining novel Small World (Penguin, 1985). In this he dreamed
up the nightmare idea (for awriter) of acomputer program which would not only list every word that has been used in atext, but show
theminthe order of their frequency. Thelist should distinguish between “grammatica’ words (the common pronouns, and so on) and
“lexical' words (the ones which are supposed to have digtinctive semantic content). Greaseis such aprogram.

(If you want to know the horrifying reason it's called Grease, read the novel.)

Running Grease

Greaserunsrather like Al X Plus Please see the ingtructions on page 10 for saving your document, leaving LocoScript andloading our
disk.
Whenthe Al Menu ison the screen, usethe up or doan arrow keys to move the highlight bar so thet itison Grease.

If in future you wish to use Grease only, you may use option 2 on the Al Menu to load into the word-count every time. (Press
2, and the word "GREA SE—the program name of Gr ease—will gppear on the menu.)

Y ou may use the other option keysto set the disk drive for documents, and so on, as described in Chapter 7.
Torun Grease: with the highlight bar on the name, press Return or Enter.

Aswith AlX Plus you may pressflto seethelist of documents, or typeinthenameof one. "Auto-stepping' isnot possible with
Grease.

Initssupplied version, thefirst thing Grease will do whenyoutdl it to analyse your document is.... andyse ancther document!
Thisiscaled GREASEDAT.

GREASEDAT isadocument in Lococript 1 format (which enablesyou to edit it, irrespective of which LocoScript version you
areusing). It containsthe 425 most boring and common wordsin the English language. (Thisiswhy you might wishto edit it: you may
add as many more boring words as youlike, or dedletesomeof ours.) ThisthereforeprovidesGr ease itsalf with an optiona “screening-
out'effect ... it enablesyou to choose between seeing an analysis of everything you'vewritten, or an analysisof just thelessboring ones.

(It ispossible to run Grease without GREASE.DAT ... seebdow.)
When Gr ease darts reading your document you will seeinside aboxed display areport of what it isdoing:

Wordsread [that is, dl wordsit finds];

Number of unique words|that is, the number of different wordsit findg];

Filesthis sesson [dways 1, unlessyou use GREASE.DAT, when it will be 2];

Page range [how many pagesin the current document]; and

The LocoScript version, and the LocoScript Group number.

Whenthe anaysisisfinished the screen will show theinitia “results, plusanumber of options, any of which may be commanded
by pressing the appropriate alphabetical letter:

A .. toseethewordsin Alphabetica order.
F ..toseethewordsin order of Frequency.

... totell Greasewhether or not tol gnorethewordsfound inGREASE.DAT (thedefaultisY es, ignorethem); toincludethem press
I; toignorethem again, press| agan.

L ..tochangethe Lowest displayed frequency of words; usudly thisis 1, for once, but if you have hundreds of these you can get
rid of them by dightly incressing this number (press L, then the new number, then Return or Enter).

M ... to changethe Maximum displayed frequency; the number shown isthe highest frequency found from the analysis, but you can
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screen out very common words by reducing this (press M, then the new number, then Return or Enter).

O ..tochangethe Output; the default is the computer's screen, but you can changethisto Disk or Printer (pressO to rotate between

these options). If you select Disk, pressing A or F will savethe andysisto adisk file. Themain nameof thiswill bethesameas
your document's, and the file type will be .GRA (Alphabetical) or .GRF (Frequency). If you select Printer, pressing A or F will
print out acopy of theanadysis. (Make sure the printer has paper ready!)

EXIT returnsyou to the Al Menu after a[Y/N] query.

Changing Grease

Fromthe Al Menu: With the highlight bar on Grease, press 7. Thisalowsyou severd ways of changing the way Grease will run.

1. Treat numberslike words

Unlike AnsibleCheck , Grease is concerned mainly with the use of words ... not just their numerical frequency. Theword-count
you obtain from Greaseistherefore likely to be dightly different from AnsibleCheck's. One of the reasonsfor thisis that numbers
arenot counted.

If you want numbersincluded in the andysis, press 1 (changesNO to Y ES; repeet to restore NO).

2. Display wordsonthe screen

Press 2 (changesNO to YES, repest to restore NO), to see the words gppearing as Gr ease andysesthem. (Thiswill dow down
the program alittle.)

3. Sip reading GREASE.DAT word file

Here'syour chanceto exposeyoursdf to thefull horror of how many boring wordsyou havewritten! Press3 (changesNOto YES,
repest to restore NO).

4. Full, pedantic word sorting (dow!)

Grease normaly sorts dphabeticaly in afarly crude way, this beingsomewhat lessimportant than actud frequency. However,
you can if you wish makeit sort according to whatever exact sorting rules you decide (see 6 below), the only price being that this will
dow down the program agreet ded. Press4 (changesNO to YES, repest to restore NO).

5. Examinewordsin marked block only

Like AnsibleCheck,, Grease will andyse part of afile, if marked out in reverse video beforenand. (See AnsibleCheck for full
details) If you requirethis, press5 (changesNO to YES, repeet to restore NO).
6. Changeindex-sorting key codes

Thisisidentical to the same option in AlX Plus, wherefull details may befound (page 19). Please note that changes madeto the
sorting sequences of AlX Pluswill dso affect Grease, and vice-versa

7. Auto-gep through numbered files
Againidenticd tothe AIX Plusand ACK options. See page 18.

EXIT returns you to the former menu.
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11 ! Miscellaneous and Technical

SEMI-TECHNICAL INFORMATION

Disk Space Warning

If you have our programs on asingle-sided (180K capacity) disk, please note that spare spaceisvery tight! Beware of adding to
GREASEDAT. Should you want to use Grease a lot, why not make up a specia disk for this, leaving off the AIX Plus and
AnsibleCheck program files AIX.COM and ACK.COM?

Memory resident utilities

AlX Plusand Grease (in paticular) are extremely powerful programs and require virtudly al your computer's spare memory.
Whenever possible, use our supplied disk or your working copy of it from which to boot up. If you regularly use "Resident Extension
Programs in CP/M, be warned: they stedl memory and Al X Plusor Grease might not load. The “Flipper' program doesn't pose this
problem, but does make heavy use of the memory drive, leaving little storage space for indexes.

TECHNICAL INFORMATION

N.B.: Nothing in this section needsto be read for normal use of our programs. Thisis addressed mainly to people who regularly use
CP/M utilities.

CP/M Commands

Our programs can be run direct from the CP/M A> prompt, and controlled by adding command |etters— switches in computer
jargon—to the command. Theseswitchescanbeusedin groups(eg. ACK /AW); theletters can be upper- or lower-case (e.g., GREASE
/bn); filenames can be commanded at the same time (eg., AIX TEST /aw). Invoking a switch or group of switches will turn off al
previousswitch settings. Using/ donerestoresall thestandard (" default’) settings. All the switchescorrespond to settingsyou can make
inthe Al Menu, so thereés no vital need to know or remember the letters. But it can ocasiondly savetime: see below.

All the command switcheslisted above can be enteredwithin AIX Plus (or AnsibleCheck or Grease) whenyou areasked for afilename.
E.g., suppose you have not set the program to display words, but you wish to see the words of one particular document. Follow the
filenamewith “/W', likethis
BOOK.1/W

Y ou can dso typein the switch (or combination of switches) by itsdf, making al documents thet follow obey the command. E.g.,
when asked for afilename type “/W'; the computer will beep in acknowledgement; then type in the filename followed by Return or
Enter, or pressfl... dl asbefore



However, it's often wiser to use Al Menu setup tocontral al this, because entering switches manually asjust described will reset
the normd default vaues for every switchyou don't explicitly mention. For example, entering BOOK.1/W asabovewould turnonword
display but turn off other settings which might have been madein the Al Menu, such asauto-stepping. Entering BOOK.1/WA would
set word display and autostepping, but reset everything else. And so on.

Configuration Files

If you copy our programs to new disks, be sure dso to copy Al.CFG (see below) to retain your preferred settings. The sameis
true of AIX.CFG (not editable) which containsinformation about revised sorting codes.

If you "muck up' the sorting codes by mistake, you can restore our origina sequence (as supplied) by simplyddeting AIX.CFG.
Todothis, use EXIT to get back to the A> prompt, then with our disk in Drive A, enter:
A>ERA AIX.CFG [then press Return or Enter]

When you next rdload Al Menu, the sorting codes will be back to normal. 'Y ou can dso use LocoScript to carry out thisdeletion.

Thelinescontain
the following (unless blank, which means no changes):

2 the drive used for storage of temporary files, which should be M: or ahard disk; do not specify another if itsdisk islikely to
be changed while the programs are running.

3. the command line switches as st through Al Menu for dl programs.

4, separator punctuation for AlX Plusindex page numbers, thisis dso used in Grease output.

5 terminator punctuation for AIX Plusindex entries.

6 ASCII code of the LocoScript mark used by AlX Plusfor index marking (also used by AnsibleCheck and Grease for Block

operations).
7. Y or N for Yesor No to reversed screen display.

SUBMIT.COM

Note that the SUBMIT.COM on our supplied disk isan Ansible “specid'. 1t issmdler than CP/M's, and unlike CP/M's can be
used on write-protected disks. It readsthe first word only of PROFILE.SUB, when thisis theprogram nameof a.COM file. Becareful
of using it on other disks. When changing PROFILE.SUB onthe Al X Plusdisk, dwaysusethe Al Menu to do so; this ensures correct
format.

Printer Problems and DEVICE.COM

ThePoptioninthefina AIX Plusmenu can lead to vexation on some systems. It wasplacedtherea atimewhendl PCW modeds
came with budget printers as part of the package ... adot-matrix on the 8256/8512, a daisywhed on the 9512. The CP/M operating
system assumesthat printer output will go through the specia connection for such aprinter, rather than thepardle printer port towhich
dternative printers like the BubbleJet connect. AlX PlusisaCP/M program which hasto print through CP/M, so thereis the added
complication of needing to instruct CP/M where to send its printed output, before runningour software. Becauseit's so much handier
to print through LocoScript, alowing further editing of theindex asrequired, wedways advisethisin preferenceto therather crude “see
how it looks option built into AIX Proitsdlf. Seepage 14.

To tell CP/M whereto send printer output, the command (to be typed at the A> prompt) is:
DEVICE LST:=PAR

Thisrequiresthe DEVICE.COM program from your CP/M tilities disk. The meaning of the command isthat the LiST device
(where printed output is sent) is assigned as being the PARallel port asabove. For agtart-of-day disk that handlesthis automaticaly,
you need to make up adisk containing the CP/M Jsomething. EMT file, DEVICE.COM and SUBMIT.COM from your CP/M disk, dl
the Ansiblelndex files except the specid dternative SUBMIT.COM, and a PROFILE.SUB file (plain ASCI| text) with thetwo lines:

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12 ¥ More for LocoScript 3 and 4 (In Particular)

Al X Plusdlows aphabetica sorting of lists created as ordinary LocoScript 3 or 4 documentswithout special preparation—that is, it's
possibleto skip the marking-up stage. Any lists of words, phrases, titles, even short sentences, may be dedlt with. The order of the
sorting will be according to whichever dphabetica arrangement has been set for conventional AlX Plusindexing (see page 19). Also,
by using index markers within the lines to be sorted, you can produce multiple “subset' indexes of your list in addition to easy sorting
of dl theitems.

A LocoScript 3 or 4 document for sorting should smply contain each list item, placed on a separate line—that is, with a Return
a the end of the preceding line. Before running AlX Plus, the document(s) should be saved in the norma way.

To sort a document or series of documents, first load the Al Menu as described in Chapter 7, move the highlight bar to
"Ansblelndex’, and press 7 to change the AIX Plus setup asin Chapter 8. In this new menu, the item you want is 3, “Change the
word/phrasemarker’. Eachtimeyou press3theprogramwill offer anew dternativeto the Reverse Video marks. Thechoicesareltalics,
L ocoMail marks, Bold, Underline, Curly Brackets ... and in the LocoScript 3 or 4 version of our programs only, Return. Sdect
Return toinstruct AlX Plus to treat every line—the text between one Return and the next, but also including the first line of each
document—as though it were marked as a phrase.

[LocoScript 1/2 users can achieve much the same effect with dightly more effort, using the “curly brackets option described in
Chapter 3—hoth quick to type and easy to insert en bloc using Exchange]

Further flexibility is offered. Following the Return option for word/phrasemarkersyouwill find an additiond onecaledRetrn*.
This hasthe same "sorting' effect as Return, but causes the sorting process to ignore the articles “a, “an' or “the' if they appear a the
beginning of aline, followed by aspace. Thusatitle like The Comedy of Errors will appear infull inthesorted lit, but among theCs
rather than the Ts.

When sorting, blank linesareignored. Over-long lines (or paragraphs) are cut short to their first 110 or o characters, thisheing the
maximum size of entry text dlowed in AlX Plus

When producing asorted list rather than an index, you will often find that the page numbers supplied by Al X Plusareirrlevant.
Remember the Ffor Format option in thefinal AIX Plusoptions menu (displayed whenindexing iscomplete), which alowsyouto select
“Text only" and produce an index without page numbers.

One cunning trick used by a customer who indexes parish registers (names and hirthdates) is to set the first page number of his
document to thefirst year of the register to beindexed and to make each successive page correspond to ayear by inserting aLocoScript
"End page here code after the namesfor that year. Inthisway, theyear of birth needn't betypedin for each personrecorded: Al X Plus
automaticaly suppliesit asthe “page number'. Huge page numbers like 1600 or 1900 are quite dlowable in LocoScript.

(" Change the word/phrase marker' again as above) and run Al X Plusa second time to produce an aphabeticd ligt of titles. Want alist
of authorsonly? Mark the author names with yet another LocoScript mark, say boldface, and do yet another index with Bold as the
chosenmark. Inadditiontodl the above, you could even add (say) Reverse Video markswith each entry marked asan “inverted phrase':
(+ReV)AUTHOR(+ReV) TITLE(-ReV) ... theresult, whenAlX Plusisrun with Reverse Video marks selected, being an index of titles
followed by author names.

Indexing from your or another author's page proofs

So far we have generdly assumed that abook to be indexed exists as a series of LocoScript fileswhich you are ableto mark up for AIX
Plus. But supposeyou're preparing anindex solely from page proofs? Using the “sort every line facility described in this chapter, you
can sort aligt of typed-in index entries dong the following lines.... (The LocoScript "Paste’ option would evidently be used for very
frequent nameslike “David Thompson' in our example))

Jones, Graham 1

Thomson, David, school 1 (A deliberate typing error.)
Thompson, David, theological troubles 1

potty training, impact on DT 2

Loading such adocument into LocoScript after sorting (use “Insert Text' as described in Chapter 6, page 14) will dlow ordinary
editing to combine entries and so on. It dso helpsreved typing errors asin “Thomson' above.

A highly useful dternative when there arelarge numbersof index entriesisto start the document with the appropriate page number
(that of thefirst text pagein the proofs), omit the page numberswhen typing in entries, and instead insert alLocoScript "End page here
code when you reach the end of each proof page. That is, thelist is divided into pagesexactly corresponding to the pageson the proofs.
Then the document’s and thus Ansiblelndex's own automaticaly inserted page numbers will match those on the proofs, and identical
entries—like "Graham Jones above—will be combined.

See dso the notes on converting a dummy index (page 13) for further thoughts on imposing your own pagination—disabling
LocoScript's own pagebresks, for example.
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
